Paper #3: Juxtaposition

[bookmark: _GoBack]DUE DATES: Draft- Friday, April 18th; Final Draft- Wednesday, April 23rd at the beginning of class in hard copy format.  You are expected to come to class on the 18th with a draft that is complete and you would turn in to me as a final draft.  In other words, don’t come with an outline or just one page; this must be a complete draft.  You will be given a chance to workshop these in class.  Your final grade for this paper will be based on both your rough and final draft.  A hard copy of the paper is due at the beginning of the class.  For each day your paper is late, you will be marked down a full letter grade.

Assignment: This paper must be a 3-4 page juxtaposition of A Streetcar Named Desire or Antigone, with one additional text of your choice.  The additional text ought to complement, contradict or complicate some aspect of Streetcar or Antigone that you find interesting.  The layering of these texts ought to draw out your argument and say something that isn’t explicitly stated in either of the texts.  In order to do this, I suggest looking at particular passages and particular wordings in Streetcar or Antigone as well as your additional text.  Consider juxtapositions that you find interesting and enlightening, or curious.  Follow through on the different arguments that you find in your texts and consider what it means to put those arguments in a conversation with one another.  This conversation, in effect, is what the paper will be about.  Don’t forget MLA format for your citations, Times New Roman 12pt font.

THE ADDITIONAL TEXT - As mentioned, is your choice.  The additional text is not limited to any particular genre or form of literature (poetry, drama, etc.) but if you are considering a longer work, please make sure that your analysis remains limited to one or two passages within the work.  In other words, if you choose to talk about Antigone and Trifles, don’t think that you will be able to address both plays in their entirety for this assignment.  Keeping your passages and examples focused and narrow will make it easier to make the comparison; BE SPECIFIC.
